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Maths:

By the end of Year 4, the curriculum requires all Year 4 children to know their times tables up to 12 x 12. Please continue to practice these with your child regularly. Knowing the times tables are essential for work in all aspects of Numeracy and will allow your child to make progress across the maths curriculum. 
Literacy and SPAG (Spelling Punctuation and Grammar):

We continue to focus on grammar and spelling rules this term.

Another important focus for year 4 is being able to apply the correct use of capital letters and full stops across all work. Please encourage your child to edit their work to check for these things.
