In Literacy, we are 
writing ‘golden 
sentences’ about 
our story ‘Leaf’. 
The story is about 
a Polar Bear that 
becomes lost 
because his ice 
keeps melting.

In Science, we will 
begin to learn 
about the different 
types of animals. 
This links to our 
topic this half term, 
‘Amazing Animals’.  

In Geography, we 
are looking at the 
continents of the 
world. 

In DT, we will be 
beginning work on 
designing and 
making portable 
snacks.  

In RE, we are 
starting to learn 
about the 
kingdom of God.  

In Geography, we 
are looking at North 
America and its 
countries.
