In RE, we are 
learning about Good 
Friday and Easter 
Sunday and how 
Christians celebrate 
at Easter time. 

In Science, we are 
describing properties 
of materials, 
focusing on the 
vocabulary: opaque, 
transparent, rigid, 
flexible, absorbent. 

In Geography, we 
will be comparing 
the seven 
continents.  

In Geography, we 
are learning about 
food miles (how far 
our food has to 
travel before we can 
buy it).  

In History, we are 
learning about the 
Battle of Britain and 
why it was 
important.
